For the most part visitors have been families, and judging  by 
the license tags, from all over the country. 
 
This brings me to a subject near and dear to all Leaseholders, our excellent fire department and 
rescue personnel. On Sunday April 5th  I witnessed from my balcony at Navarre Towers another 
rescue by the Navarre Beach fire department. A 12 year old boy visiting with an extended group of 
16 families from Wisconsin got caught in a rip current . His father swam out to help him and both 
were swept about 150 yards out into the Gulf. I, along with others, called 911 and within minutes 
the lifeguards from the public beach towers arrived and seconds later the Fire personnel came with 
the Sea Doo and quickly launched and rescued the father and son.  I know we sometimes complain 
because our fire MSBU is about 10 times more than the mainland fire departments, but without  
immediate response such as this, lives would certainly be lost. Thanks to the Navarre Beach Fire 
Department for their service and to the Chief for seeing that we have well-staffed and trained  
personnel. And yes, the red flags were up and the people ignored them!

 Gulf Islands National Seashore will offer opportunities to enjoy the sunset and  

moonrise from the beach at the entrance to Fort Pickens Area, Superintendent Jerry 

Eubanks said today. Park Ranger Beckie Breeding-Mims will lead an hour-long program 

celebrating the night sky and the natural history of seashore beginning at the gate to the 

Fort Pickens Area and concluding on the beach in the park.  The programs are Thursday, 

April 9 at 7:30 p.m., and Saturday, June 6 at 8:00 p.m.  Meet at the entrance gate to Fort 

Pickens. Visitors should be prepared to walk about half a mile down the roadway and out 

to the beach, and bring a blanket or chair to sit on in the sand.
