the use of golf carts on the island. 

While it is understandable that people would enjoy riding the carts on the Bike Paths and possibly  

White Sands Boulevard, a high majority of members at the meeting were not in favor of the NBLRA 

seeking approval from the county to allow carts on bike paths. 

There was also much discussion, led by John Connor, on the plans and continuing mission of the Beach 

Beautification committee. We all owe a great deal of gratitude to that committee and John for the pro-

gress to date and the on-going commitment to further beautification of Navarre Beach. 

John Richardson and I attended a meeting in July of a group trying to get an ordinance passed requiring 

beach goers to remove their tents, umbrellas and beach toys each night. This group is actively trying to 

get an ordinance passed similar to other beach communities such as Walton County and Panama City 

Beach. Leaving the tents, umbrellas up interferes with mechanical cleaning of the beach as well as the 

Turtle nesting. We will undoubtedly hear more about this proposed ordinance as it comes before the 

county commission. 

Jim Melvin and Mark Griffith will be speakers at our August meeting. Mark is head of the Marine Sanc-

tuary Committee and is excited about giving us an up-date on the progress that is being made to  

develop a Marine Sanctuary on Navarre Beach. 

Linda and I will not be at the meeting since we will be in Lake Tahoe for our son's wedding.  Jim Taylor 

will chair the August meeting.

Jim Taylor clarified to the meeting that the BBC receives 
$20,000 each year from the TDC for maintenance only. Any 
new contributions are used for new projects (additional is-
lands, etc.). 
 

John Conner asked that the NBLRA review the new projects 
before they are implemented. 
 
John Conner asked the NBLRA for a position concerning golf 
carts 

¶ Recently golf carts have been stopped on White Sands and 
told they were illegal. 

¶ Robert Coley stated that the NBLRA does not have a posi-
tion. Those with carts should petition the Commissioners to 
designate White Sands as for use by golf carts. 

¶ However most in attendance did not favor carts being 
used on the bike path. 

¶ John Conner will pursue the matter with the commission-
ers 

 
Robert Coley and John Richardson attended a Leave no Trace 
Meeting. Robert said that there will probably be an ordinance 
passed requiring everyone to remove tents and furniture at 
night. 
 
Robert Coley looked into moving the meeting place but it was 
decided to leave it in the firehouse. 
 
Next month, we will have two speakers: Mark Griffith, Under-
water Marine Sanctuary Chairman and Jim Melvin, a candidate 
for county commissioner.
