This latest storm, 
along with Tropical Storm Ida in November, has eroded 2-6 feet of the berm on 
Navarre Beach.  I believe it is clear that we will have to start a re-nourishment  
project again within a couple of years.  Other beaches such as Pensacola Beach 
and Gulf Shores, Alabama are also starting to plan for re-nourishment.
