ers had proponents of the Pass, the Pohlman Pass Committee, come and made a presentation and answered questions
about the proposed pass from the Sound into the Gulf. And then, last month Linda Young came and made a presenta-
tion and spoke against the pass. The Navarre Beach Leaseholders have never taken a stand as an organization for or
against the pass. Some of us have a vision of the pass being a good thing for the local area and its economy, provided it
could be constructed with minimal environmental impact, and other members of Leaseholders have spoken out against
it.

At some point, | am sure our organization will come out for or against, but in the meantime let the debate
continue.

| was disappointed to see the Navarre Press, who had been for the Pass now come out against the proposed study.
Their position seems to be that it is unlikely the Pass will come to being so we should just abandon the idea and take up
a new cause promoted by the Chamber of Commerce, the incorporation of Navarre and Navarre Beach.

Admittedly, the hurdles are high for developing the Pass, but those who believe in the vision should not just abandon it
because the local newspaper says they should.

As to Incorporation, it is probably time for The Leaseholders Association to begin examining the pros and cons of the
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holders.

We will try to bring in speakers this fall to get the various viewpoints of people for and against Incorporation.

We have permission from Navarre Beach Regency HOA to have our monthly meetings in their conference room with
some restrictions. We will discuss this at our July meeting and vote on making the change. We are grateful to the fire
department for letting us use their facility, but we know that it is cold in the winter, hot in the summer and noisy year
round.
