
Hello Everyone, 

If you didn't attend the May meeting  you missed a chance to get up-to-date on major beach issues from the man in charge. 

Roger Blaylock, County Engineer and Navarre Beach Administrator spoke to us about the new Pier, west end beach erosion 

and future bike path projects. I believe everyone is pleased and excited about the new Navarre Beach fishing pier. It will be 

one of the longest, widest and best built pier in Florida. They are moving along very well and expect to have it open by next 

May or June. This will be just one more reason to visit our paradise known as Navarre Beach! 

Roger detailed the beach erosion project and answered some questions about the quality of the sand that will be trucked in. I 

still have some reservations and wonder if they shouldn't go ahead and plan for the re-nourishment of the entire beach. We 

have lost a lot of the sand that was pumped onto Navarre Beach, much of it has shifted west to the National Seashore be-

cause of the East to West littoral movement of sand on this barrier island. I am sure it would take a couple years to get per-

mits and funding, but maybe that effort should begin. 

There was some discussion of the water plant and the plans for a new clarifier for the plant . The Water Department hopes to 

get earmarks from congress to partially fund this project. Some of our Leaseholders pointed out that because of the minimum 

usage requirements of 3,000 gallons per leasehold, there is not much incentive to conserve water, install more efficient toilets 

and showers etc ., since many residents don't come close to using the minimum but pay for it anyway. A logical approach 

would seem to be for the water department to  do all they can to conserve water and maybe new clarifiers and pumping the  

effluent to Eglin would not be necessary. 

It seems each month our Island looks nicer and more "landscaped" as various properties along Gulf Boulevard improve their 

appearance.  With the Beach Beautification Committee's  excellent continuing efforts and these projects by the various con-

dominiums and individual homes, our Island has never looked better. 

At our June meeting  we will have a presentation by Linda Young against re-opening Navarre Pass. You will remember that in 

April we had proponents of the pass come and speak to us. No matter what our opinion is now  we should listen to both sides 

of the issue and then decide if we support or reject the effort to get the pass re-opened. 

Hope you had a nice Memorial day week-end and remembered to honor and support our Military men and women. 

And finally, where did the birds go?

Roger Blaylock, the Santa Rosa County chief engineer and Na-
varre Beach executive director, updated the attendees with 
the status of projects affecting the beach. 
 
In October, the county plans to rehab the clarifier that was 
built in 1984. They have budgeted $200,000 for the effort but 
the total cost is estimated to be $400,000. If the county is un-
able to receive a federal earmark, the repairs will probably not 
be done in this year. 
  
The county would like to use property on the Eglin reserve for 
waste water treatment. Although the permits are in place, the 
bureaucracy of going through the federal government to get it 
done is a long process. 

 
The county tests for lead and copper in our water. Our water 
meets the copper standards but there are some units in  
Sunset Harbor and Sandpiper that used lead soldering years 
ago. In October the county will institute a $220,000 corrosion 
control change that will alleviate the problem. 

 
The work on the pier is moving along rapidly. Cement pilings 
are being set in the sand as the old pier is demolished. In 
about two weeks the contractors will add beams and decking. 
Cranes will be moved to the deck setting pilings and adding to 
the decking. Blaylock said the project should last a year. 

 
Walkover number 12 has been re-opened. It is not handicap 
access. 

 
-The county will begin to add 12,000 cubic yards of sand on 
the western end of the island.  Blaylock said that FEMA will 
only pay for 12,000 cubic yards (the amount lost because of 
Hurricane Gustav). The county has asked FEMA to re-evaluate 
the work order and allocate 25,000 cubic yards. The work will 
begin on the western end, whether or not FEMA increases the 
amount. Blaylock said the sand will be tested for quality and 
must meet EPA standards. 

 
The seawall repairs are on-going. When they are completed 
and bird nesting season ends, a new bike path will be created 
on the causeway which will complete a 40 mile loop to Pensa-
cola Beach. 

 
Blaylock said the county has lost 84 workers in the last three 
years, 4 of which were from the engineering department. He 
said in the current budget crisis projects will be under more 
scrutiny. 
 
Terry Taylor presented a plaque to Teresa Pack in memory of 
Charles Pack for the tireless efforts he made to the NBLRA. A 
bench near crossover 11 was dedicated in his honor after the 
meeting. 
 
Judy Lewis gave a BBC update ς the balance is $18,539.01 
 
John Richardson provided a NBAIT update 
 
NBLRA voted to give the Chamber $250 towards the purchase 
of fireworks for July 4th.
