One question that comes to mind is where would the sand that
would be trucked in to Navarre beach come from and is it proven to be compatible in color and grain size. | seem
to remember a great deal of study being done before the lastogrishment to determine the perfect match for

sand to be put on Navarre beach. The only compatible sand was found in a borrow pit 3 and %2 miles offshore.
This is only one of my questions and | am sure many of you have concerns also. One only needs to walk the beach
in front of Belle Mer or Navarre Towers and Emerald Surf to see that most of the beach is gone and the Gulf is
eating into the berm. This has happened in 2 years with only the wave effect of 2 storms that hit hundreds of

miles away. Any tropical storm or hurricane that comes into the northern Gulf this summer or fall is sure to cause
more extensive erosion.
