NAVARRE BEACH PIER
CONSTRUCTION UPDATE

Construction began on the new pier back in March and
great progress has been made.

But even though the pier isn’t complete, the Santa Rosa
County Commission will hear a proposal on Monday,
November 9th to add an additional 45 feet to the original
1,500 foot pier, which would make it the longest pier in
Florida.

If the additional 45 feet extension is added it will add
more time for project completion which is now
estimated to be June 2010.

Dave Boggis introduced guest speaker, Danny Kepner, Attor-
ney at Law with the firm, Shell, Fleming, Davis & Menge, and
currently representing the NBAIT lawsuit.

Mr. Kepner outlined the history of the litigation leading up to
the current suit filed on behalf of the leaseholders in Decem-
ber, 2006, challenging the tax levied on the land and the im-

provements. By Statute, the suit must be filed each year or it
will be dropped. Filings have been made each December and

will be filed again this December.

The NBAIT lawsuit is based on the 1980 Statute passed by the
Legislature with the intent to tax a leaseholder interest as In-
tangible Property.

The Santa Rosa County tax appraiser, Greg Brown, has levied
Ad Valorem taxes on the leaseholder land and improvements
based not on the Statutes, but on his interpretation of an
opinion expressed by Stephen Keller, Attorney for the Florida
Department of Revenue.

Mr. Kepner conducted a question and answer session for
those in attendance.

Announcements

Bill Post was acknowledged for his tireless efforts on behalf of
the NBAIT.

John Lewis reported BBC activities. Dead trees have been re-
placed and 2 new islands have been installed. Terry Taylor
announced again that plaques will soon be installed on the
archway at the beginning of the bike path listing all donors
giving $250 or more for the project.

Thanks were expressed to Kate Wilkes and Ira Mae Bruce with
the TDC for their support. The TDC has allotted $20,000/year
for maintenance of the BBC improvements on the beach.

Dave Boggis announced the County has done a one-time pick
up of the trash accumulated during the clean up day in
September. There is now up to $1000 allotted by the NBLRA
to perform additional pickup. Larry Sims was acknowledged
for all his assistance providing pick up as well.

The State, by law, has installed Stop signs along the bike path
where no cross walks exist.

Dave Boggis moved to nominate the existing Board to serve
for the coming year.

Motion passed. The President serves a two-year term; other
officers serve a one-year term.
