LETTER FROM THE PRESIDENT

Hello all,

It is nice to be able to write this month's report with a more optimistic outlook as to the out-
come of the BP oil spill.

The well is capped, there is no oil on the beach or in the waters off Navarre Beach most of the
clean-up crews have gone or they are in the process of standing down.

I would expect that we will have tar balls washing up periodically for some time ,but that can
be managed.

The next question is when and whether the economic health of the beach will return. Most
people | talk to say that rentals and tourism were off about 50 % in June and July.

Reports from some owners that rent their property are that BP is paying them for their lost
rentals. Of course these claims have to be documented, but most claims are being paid. If you
have a claim and haven't filed , the information on where and how to file are once again in our
newsletter. Also, BP also just agreed to give the Tourist Development Commission $500,000 to
bolster tourism in this area. Part of this program is to give
vouchers for 50% of vacation rentals between now and
September 30th to attract people to our area.

Cox, President of Pensacola Beach Advocates this week.

Mr Cox and his ad-hoc committee have an interest in getting
fee simple title for leased properties on Pensacola Beach in
the event they lose all of the tax lawsuits. Their thinking is
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they would want fee simple title and it would take a few years to get this done . With this is mind they are
starting the groundwork and studying the issues involved so that the process could be done in a timely
manner. They have cleared these preliminary efforts with their attorney and our attorney, Mr Kepner.

The attorneys are of the opinion that this effort would have no effect on our lawsuit.

Mr Cox will be on our agenda for the August meeting to explain this effort on their part and answer ques-
tions from Navarre Beach Leaseholders. We should discuss and make a decision on whether we want to be
involved in this effort over the next couple months. Also at this meeting John Richardson will talk about the
appeal of the Tax lawsuit and we will form a nominating committee for next year’s officers.

| hope we have a good turn-out since we have several important issues to discuss.

Also, remember that there is a primary election August 24th. It is important that the beach have a large
turnout ,no matter who you vote for. We don't have a lot of permanent residents on the beach so we don't
have a lot of registered voters. It is important that all of us vote because if the politicians only see a hand
full of votes being cast from our precinct ,they will not pay much attention to our issues.

Gulf Oil Spill Information

Santa Rosa County Oil Spill Update

Here is the latest information for Santa County taken from the Deepwater Horizon Incident Update #72:

Navarre Beach and Santa Rosa County’s entire coastline is open for swimming and fishing. For a look at the most
current and up-to-date web cam view go to www.santarosa.fl.gov/oilspill under the “Links for Visitors” tab.

There are currently no swimming or fishing restrictions on Navarre Beach or anywhere in Santa Rosa County.

As of August 2nd the NOAA Qil Spill Trajectory shows the oil plume is 89 miles from Pensacola, and 136 miles from
Panama City Beach. Forecasts keep the significant patches of oil to stay well south and west of Florida.

The EPA released data from tests taken to determine toxicity of the eight dispersants used on the oil spill. Results
of the tests show that the dispersants tested, when mixed with oil, is generally no more or less toxic than mixtures
with the other available alternatives and are generally no more toxic to the aquatic test species than oil alone. This
was the second and final stage of the independent acute toxicity tests. To view all of the results of the tests go to
www.epa.gov/bpspill/reports/phase2dispersant-toxtest.pdf.

Water sampling tests done on July 29th by the Florida Department of Environmental Protection showed no petro-
leum-related contaminants at Navarre Beach Park. No product was observed in the water or shoreline and sam-
pling showed no petroleum-related contaminants at the Navarre Beach Fishing Pier or Navarre Beach West. To
view these results they are available at www.dep.state.fl.us/deepwaterhorizon/water.htmitcounties.
