Hello Everyone and Happy Holidays! 
  
This will be my last report as President. The new Board will take over in January with Teresa Pack as President, Pam 
Johnson as Vice President. Angela Veal will continue to be our money watching Treasurer, and John Richardson will 
continue as Secretary. I will serve as Past president and will do all I can to ensure a smooth transition. The work that 
the committees of the NBLRA do is outstanding, the Beach Beautification Committee , the Navarre Beach Against 
Illegal Taxation Committee, the Navarre Beach Fire Department Board, the Mardi Gras Committee,  all work very 
hard to make Navarre Beach a better place to live and visit.  Please make a New Year's Resolution to get involved in 
the Leaseholders. The fine work that these committees and Board Members do is time consuming and sometimes 
difficult. Lessen the load that these individuals carry by volunteering your service in 2011. 
  
We had an excellent meeting in November with a chance to meet our new Commissioner for District 4, Jim Melvin. 
Commissioner Melvin exhibits a desire to listen to our organization for input but was clear in that he represents all of 
the citizens of Santa Rosa County, not just District 4.  Commissioner Melvin also announced that he will have regular 
office hours at the Navarre Chamber building one or two days per week. We sincerely welcome this as it will give  
citizens of the district a chance to sit down face to face with the Commissioner to discuss and give input to issues that 
affect the county and our district.  I am sure some of us will be frequent visitors to the Commissioner’s office. 
  
The Fee Simple Joint Resolution was passed by Santa Rosa County Board of Commissioners and, thanks to pressure 
from us and other citizen groups in the county, removed the wording "adequate" as to protection of public access to 
the beach and replaced it with wording that refers to the Navarre Beach Comprehensive Master Plan as the guideline 
for future development of Navarre Beach. The joint resolution will now go Representative Jeff Miller's office to be 
drafted into law in Congress giving the counties power to transfer the Leaseholds on Navarre Beach and Pensacola 
Beach to the Leaseholders as Fee Simple Title. It is expected that it may take up to 2 years to get this accomplished in 
Washington. 
  
At our November meeting we discussed plans for the 2011 Mardi Gras participation.  Some of the past committee 
members expressed a desire to take a year off and not be involved in this year’s parade.  It takes a tremendous 
amount of time and work to plan and build the award winning floats that we have become accustomed to having 
each year.  It is understandable that these folks who work tirelessly each year need a break. Unless we have some 
Leaseholders come forward soon to take over for this year, our participation will be scaled back significantly.  IF YOU 
ARE WILLING TO TAKE ON PLANNING AND BUILDING A FLOAT and have a place to stage and build the float please 
contact myself or Teresa Pack NO LATER THAN DECEMBER 20TH.  Also, if you have some ideas for a scaled back  
version that requires minimum preparation please let us know that also. 
  
I appreciate the support and cooperation of our Board and membership over the last 2 years, it has been an honor to 
serve as your President.

From the Desk of the President 



 
Our new Commissioner, Jim Melvin, addresses the meeting. He 
was sworn in on November 16th. He had just returned from 
Jacksonville where he met with the other new county commis-
sioners (84 statewide). 
 
Among the topics he covered at the meeting: 
 

 Mr. Melvin said that he does not expect the  

governor to veto the septic tank bill. 

 He met with the EPA and said that new require-

ments for nutrients in tap water, may adversely 
affect tap water throughout the state. 
 

He expects to open an office in the TDC building and would like 
to spend two days a week in Navarre. ―I was born and raised in 
Santa Rosa County. I have lived here my whole life except 
when I was in the Air Force. I am a big believer in South Santa 
Rosa County.‖ 
 
―I want to be open and available. I may not always do what you 

want me to do, but I will do what I feel is the right thing.‖ 
 
Asked why the island residents pay more for water & Sewer. 
―You pay more than other locations because the treatment plant 
was built for 100% capacity. The island is only used by about 
20% of the maximum population. When more people and  
businesses move to the island, residents‘ bills will be lowered. 
 
Mr. Melvin said he would like to work with Property Appraiser, 
Greg Brown, to arrive at a settlement for the lawsuit now that 
there has been a joint resolution presented to Congressman 
Miller from Escambia and Santa Rosa Commissioners for fee 
simple title to be given to beach residents. 
 
Mr. Melvin said he is pro-growth but the right type of growth. 
―We need a hotel and convention center. However, I don‘t want 
Navarre Beach to become another Destin.‖ 
 
Bob Holderman commented that once there is fee simple title, 
financing will be available from banks across the country. ―Many 
banks will not do business with leased property.‖ 
 
Teresa Pack asked that if the bed tax is increased, could we set 
aside 1% for future renourishment. Phil Babiak suggested that 
we use sand in the sound and encourage County Engineer 
Roger Blaylock and Coastal Technology to start the permitting 
process soon. 
 
Mr. Melvin said he will also be a member of the TDC board.
