Hello Everyone

As of this writing, Navarre Beach has been spared the worst of the oil spill. Beaches are still open
and there are only small reports of tar balls. Hurricane Alex is heading towards Mexico/South
Texas and we should only get rough surf. Unfortunately the oil is still spewing and we have a
perilous summer ahead of us with the everyday possibility of oil coming ashore and the chance of a
major storm striking near us. | have received reports of BP paying some of the claims quickly and ir
full. There is information again in this newsletter and on our website about how to submit claims if
you have been impacted by the Deep Water Horizon oil spill.

There has been discussion by Santa Rosa County Property Appraiser, Greg Brown and the Escaml
County Property Appraiser about reducing property valuations because of the impact of the oil spill
on property values in the 2 counties. We think a better approach would be to finally recognize that
leaseholds should not be taxed at all on Navarre Beach. You may review Mr. Brown's proposal by
going to the property appraiser wedite srcpa.gov. The attorneys for the lllegal taxation lawsuit

are waiting for the Circuit Court judge to file the final decree in the May hearing and then file an
appeal.

Because of vacations of some of the board members and lack of pressing issues, other than the oll
spill. we will not meet in July .

In August we will look for nominations for the 2011 Board of Directors. We hope that some of our
active members will volunteer for the board. 2011 will be an important year for Navarre Beach
with many issues including recovery from the oil spill and probably initial discussions on future
re-nourishment of Navarre Beach on the years agenda.

Keith Johnson noted that the
presence of Sargasso seaweed tends to make
identification confusing. Pensacola, however, has
experienced larger mat-sized tar in their area.
Everyone is encouraged to call the help lines and
also bring any tar balls to the attention of the life
guards.
