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From the Desk of the President

Hello Everyone,

Thank you Gordon Goodin, for your timely updates on the oil spill situation. On May 1st Gordon,
addressed 3 Condo Associations with the latest updates and then on May 15th spoke to the Leaseholders
and provided the latest information. The county and the emergency response teams are fully engaged in
this disaster and as of this writing we are hopeful that the impact on Navarre Beach will be minimal.

The Scholarship committee presented a $500 scholarship from the Leaseholders at the awards ceremony a

with the Marine Science Station over the next few years. This program by Navarre High School is an out-
standing example of an enlightened school administration coupled with an outstanding teacher that is
willing to work very hard to achieve something this important to the community and we are proud to be a
part of this achievement.

We were disappointed but not too surprised at Judge Bergosh's ruling against the Navarre Beach
Leaseholders on May 7th. There were about 25 Leaseholders, including 3 members of your board in
attendance for a 4 hour hearing for Summary Judgment in this case. The Judge wasted no time in
rendering his judgment, which was in favor of Greg Brown , the Santa Rosa County Tax Appraiser. A
motion was made and voted on by the Leaseholders in attendance at the May 15th meeting to appeal the
Circuit Court Judgment to the Florida Appeals Court. Only Leaseholders who are Plaintiffs in the lawsuit
were allowed to vote and the vote was unanimous by this group to appeal. If any Leaseholder wants to exit
the lawsuit they should contact the law firm handling the suit and let the attorneys know they are not
interested in moving forward. The NBLRA is NOT a party to the lawsuit. The plaintiffs are individual
Leaseholders that have signed on to be a party to the suit.

The grand opening of the pier is set for June 5th! This will be a welcome addition to all that Navarre Beach
has to offer visitors as well as residents. | also understand they will shoot the July 4th Fireworks from the
pier.

Other communities on the east
coast are taking advantage of the situation and urging tourists
to come to their beaches where there is no fear of oil spoiling
the beaches and their vacation.
