Navarre Beach Fire Department as saying that " we decided at this time, it would be best for everyone
to do it".

John assured us that there is no discussion or plans to combine the fire departments. As maost of you
know, our Fire Department is owned by the leaseholders, we are debt free and the department is
supported by our MSBU feédle have a mutual assistance pact with several departments including
HolleyNavarre and Midway and are very appreciative of their help when needed, as | am sure people
on the mainland are equally appreciative when our department assists the other districts. Navarre
Press should have at least confirmed the story with a board member of the fire department or the
Leaseholders before publishing such a misleading and erroneous article, essentially quoting an em-
ployee of the fire department, who is not authorized to speak for the Board or the Leaseholders.

It is good to see the palms ,shrubs and grass starting to finally come out on the beach after this very harsh
winter. | know that most properties lost some plants but overall the beach is looking pretty good. Jim Tay-
lor reported at the last meeting that the county had straightened up the archway over the bike path behind
Tom Thumb and the committee has installed the name plates for donors to the Beach Beautification. Also
the county has finished the addition of the bike paths on the causeway and also resurfaced and striped the
road over the causeway. It really looks a lot better. In the process they installed a more or less permanent
wood stake fence to protect the nesting birds next to the Causeway. So far though no birds. The pier is on
schedule for an opening in early June and a local company has been awarded the bid to operate the pier.
The prices that were approved in the bid by the county appear to be reasonable and should attract a lot of
new visitors to Navarre Beach.

We experienced a great presentation at our April meeting by Mike Sandler on behalf of the Marine
Sanctuary Committee. This group is working very hard to achieve another great attraction for Navarre
Beach. They have plans and are working on permits and funding to build artificial reefs in the Sound and
the Gulf that will attract marine life and afford visitors and leaseholders the opportunity to Snorkel or

Scuba these artificial reefs and observe a wide array of marine life. This fits hand in glove with the mission
of the Marine Science Station that Charlene runs for Navarre High School . The studies done so far indicate
that several million gallons of water per day will be filtered and cleaned just by the growth and establish-
ment of oyster beds in the Marine Sanctuary. This is a project that is worthy of support by the Leaseholders
as an organization and by us as

individuals.
