Hello Everyone, 
 

We had a great turnout for our October meeting and covered a lot of important issues. The No-
vember Meeting will be even more informative and will address an extremely important issue af-
fecting every Leaseholder on the beach. 
  
As many of you have heard, there is an initiative by Pensacola Beach Leaseholders to gain Fee  
Simple Title to their property if all of the lawsuits are ruled in favor of the Property Appraiser. Your 
Board, and other Navarre Leaseholders have attended meetings at Pensacola Beach and attended 
the joint meeting of the Escambia Board of County Commissioners with the Santa Rosa County 
Commissioners on October 25th. One of the things that Pensacola Beach leaseholders have insisted 
on for this initiative to move forward is that all PUBLIC areas on Pensacola Beach would remain 
protected from future development. The changes that Santa Rosa County made to the Joint  
Resolution only calls for ADEQUATE public areas be maintained for public access. This change of 
wording would potentially allow Santa Rosa County to sell land that is now in the public domain to 
developers if they believe that would still allow "adequate" public access. The NBLRA Board  
members that spoke at the joint meeting stressed that this language should be tightened up,  
similar to Pensacola Beach 's statement . The revised Joint Resolution still contains the "Adequate" 
language and will be voted on by the commissioners on November 10th. Some of us will attend this 
meeting and once again raise our objection. A copy of the Resolution that is to be voted on  
November 10th can be read on Pages 5 & 6 of this newsletter for you to read.  Also, we have  
uploaded the letter on our website which can be found at http://www.navarrebeach.org. Click on 
the “Joint Resolution Letter” button on the upper left side of our Home Page. 
 
At this month's meeting on the 20th, we will be discussing this issue once again . Also at this meet-
ing will be your chance to meet our new Commissioner, Mr Jim Melvin.  He will be installed as our 
Commissioner, replacing Gordon Goodin, on the 16th and this will be one of his first meetings with 
citizen groups as our elected official.  Due to expectations this month’s meeting will be standing 
room only, the meeting will be held at the Navarre Beach Fire Station.  Come early!

John Lewis reported on the activities of the Beach Beau-
tification Committee.  Two more benches and more name 
plates are being placed in the Pavilion in the County boat 
ramp parking lot marking the start of the bike path.   
 

 

The BBC is working on proposed additional tree islands 
to be placed along the road from the stop sign up to the 
causeway.  These islands are expected to range from 
$800 to $1000 to complete.  The TDC has been providing 
funds for maintenance of the improvements made by the 
BBC.

and Santa Rosa County Commissioners at 5:30 pm, October 19th at the Beach Community Church on Pensacola Beach.  
On October 25th, the proposal will be brought to the Santa Rosa County Commissioners meeting at 1:30 pm in Milton, FL.  
 
No action is anticipated before December at the earliest.  This proposal will not interfere with the pending lawsuit brought 
by the NBAITC.  Terry Taylor urged everyone to attend these meetings.  Phil Babiak also stressed that it is imperative that 
we listen and then form a strong, unified opinion, so that whatever opinion we support is united as one entity. 
 
The possibility of pursuing establishment of a Beach vendor Ordinance was discussed.  The process of beach renourish-
ment changed the property line from the mean high water mark to a line nearer the new berm.  As a result, condos no 
longer own their entire beach and are therefore unable to contract with local vendors for beach services.  This has appar-
ently fostered some friction between vendors.  It was noted that Okaloosa Island was successful in having an ordinance 
established giving condos the right to choose vendors.  Santa Rosa County does license the vendors.  James Calkins with 
VIP Beach Services presented his opinions as well as his experiences with Sunset Beach Services, the current vendor.  
No action was taken by the group. 
 

John Lewis reported on activities of the Navarre Beach Fire Department.  There is a need to furnish the personnel with 
specialized training for water rescues to lessen possibility of liability issues.  John also stated the Fire Department is al-
ways looking for volunteers for the Board of Directors elections are held in March.  The board member should be a full-
time resident of Navarre Beach. 
 
A letter of thanks for support given by NBLRA was read from Charlene Mauro, Director of the Marine Science Center 
sponsored by Navarre Beach High School.  She issued a standing invitation to come see the program in action every 
Wednesday and Friday from 9:45 to 12:15. 
  
A motion was approved to reimburse John Lewis $120.00 for two portable signs used to announce the meetings of the 
NBLRA on meeting days.

JOINT RESOLUTION LETTER 
 

RESOLUTION R2010-___ 
 

A JOINT RESOLUTION OF THE ESCAMBIA COUNTY BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS AND THE SANTA 
ROSA COUNTY BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS REQUESTING THE SUPPORT OF CONGRESSMAN JEFF 
MILLER AND SENATOR BILL NELSON TO RELEASE CERTAIN RESTRICTIONS ON CONVEYANCE FOR PROPERTY 
ON SANTA ROSA ISLAND; PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 

 
 WHEREAS, on January 15, 1947, the United States of America conveyed to Escambia County, Florida, a portion of 

Santa Rosa Island, more particularly described in that deed recorded in Deed Book 248 at page 161 of the public records of 

Escambia County, Florida; and 

 WHEREAS, currently the deed recites that the property shall “always be subject to regulation by said County 

whether leased or not leased but never to be otherwise disposed of or conveyed”; and 

 WHEREAS, Santa Rosa County has an interest in the easternmost four miles of the property conveyed to Escambia 

County (Navarre Beach) pursuant to that certain Lease Agreement between the Santa Rosa Island Authority, an agency of 

Escambia County, Florida, and Santa Rosa County, Florida, dated February 11, 1956; and 

 WHEREAS, the Lease Agreement contemplates that Escambia County will convey Navarre Beach to Santa Rosa 

County and that the parties will cooperate “in obtaining such conveyance and congressional and legislative approval  

therefore” and a 1993 Resolution of the Escambia County Board of County Commissioners assures the same; and 

 WHEREAS, Escambia County and Santa Rosa County agree that it would be in the interests of both counties to  

release the restrictions on conveyance to facilitate transfer of Escambia County’s interest to Santa Rosa County and other 

persons and entities having leasehold interests on Santa Rosa Island; and 

 WHEREAS, the counties wish to express their intent to cooperate in drafting proposed legislation to release the  

restriction on conveyances and developing a process to convey Escambia County’s interest to Santa Rosa County and persons 

and entities with a leasehold interest on Santa Rosa Island, and to request the support of Congressman Jeff Miller and Senator 

Bill Nelson to sponsor federal legislation to release the restrictions on conveyance; and 

 WHEREAS, the counties intend such legislation to require the counties to preserve those areas on Pensacola Beach 

dedicated to conservation, preservation, public, recreation or access uses and preserve adequate conservation, preservation, 

public, recreation or access uses on Navarre Beach; and 

 WHEREAS, the counties further intend such legislation to prohibit the counties from conveying the subject property 

for a windfall and that any profits collected above costs would be required to be turned over to the federal government; and 

 WHEREAS, the counties further intend that such legislation remove any language in the deed seen as a potential 

prohibition to the option of incorporation by communities on Santa Rosa Island; and 

 WHEREAS, the counties will direct their respective staffs and attorneys to cooperate in drafting proposed language 

for the legislation; and 

 WHEREAS, each County, through its Board of County Commissioners, has considered this Resolution at public  

meetings of their respective Boards. 

 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT JOINTLY RESOLVED BY THE BOARDS OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF ESCAMBIA COUNTY, FLORIDA, 

AND SANTA ROSA COUNTY, FLORIDA: 

 

1. The above recitals are true and correct and incorporated herein by reference in the body of this Resolution. 

2. Escambia County and Santa Rosa County hereby request the support of Congressman Jeff Miller and Senator Bill Nelson 

to sponsor legislation to release the restriction on conveyances for property on Santa Rosa Island, which shall be mutually 

agreed upon and drafted by the counties. 
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3. Each County’s staff and attorneys shall cooperate in drafting the legislation, which will be approved by each of the 

Boards at future public meetings and subsequently forwarded to Congressman Jeff Miller and Senator Bill Nelson for consid-

eration with sponsorship requested for the upcoming Congressional session. 

4. The Clerk of the Board of the Escambia County Board of County Commissioners shall furnish a certified copy of this 

Resolution to Congressman Jeff Miller and Senator Bill Nelson immediately upon its adoption and execution by both counties. 

5. This Resolution shall become effective upon the date last adopted by each of the Boards of County Commissioners.
