
Navarre Beach Leaseholders and Residents Association October 2010 

Dear Commissioner Goodin: 
 
The Navarre Beach Leaseholders and Residents Association (NBLRA) wish to thank you for all that you have done for Navarre 
Beach over your eight years in office.  We encountered tropical storms as well as severe hurricanes such as Ivan and Dennis 
which devastated the beach; but if you look at the island today, it is beautiful; not only because of the citizens who have  
rebuilt and replanted, but because of the support of the county led by you and your staff. 
 
The infrastructure of Navarre Beach was in ruin from the storms.  Rebuilding of our water and sewer system required a  
number of complex initiatives from the design of the distribution system and upgrading of the treatment plant.  The master 
lift station needed to be upgraded and a “dewatering building” was built so that solids would no longer dry out on the grass.  
The increased use of garbage disposals and the decreased use of water by toilets increased the solid waste a great deal since 
the 1984 upgrade.  The Department of Environmental Protection (DEP)   picked up some of the cost and tap fees also picked 
up some of the cost.  Gulf Boulevard and White Sands Blvd were destroyed as were the public walkovers, the boat launch and 
adjacent parking lot.  You worked with FEMA to get funding for these projects, and many of us know the frustrations of work-
ing with FEMA.  You had to arrange for funding and put projects out to bid and yet we seemed to get back to the beach in 
record time. 
 
We had no berm and after Hurricane Ivan- the shore was very flat.  We were close to beginning beach restoration starting in 
October 2005, but the Corp of Army Engineers was balking at giving us their permits.  An interim berm was cancelled due to 
lack of suitable sand and we feared for our homes.  You went to bat for us and finally the beach restoration project got un-
derway. 
 
We have so many things to recount that this could become a book.  To shorten it, we thank you and your staff for attending 
many of our meetings to keep us up-to-date.  When you couldn’t attend you send us emails with the latest information.  You 
helped us on rezoning issues to keep the Navarre Beach Master Plan intact.   We lost one case, but not because you  
personally didn’t give it all you could.  The dealings with the Department of Transportation (DOT) resulted in the county  
taking over responsibility for the Navarre Causeway Bridge allowing demolition of the toll booth, completion of the bicycle 
path and protection for the nesting birds.  You dealt with many frustrating issues regarding the State Park on Navarre Beach, 
and while we lost on the Marine Sanctuary—we did gain a Marine Science Center for the Navarre High School once the park 
was returned to the county!   And lastly, you got the Navarre Pier rebuilt, much to the joy of all Santa Rosa citizens, Lease-
holders and tourists alike.

Hello Everyone, 
  
I know it doesn't seem like fall at the beach since we have had temperatures in the high 80"s and 
low 90"s throughout September, but at least so far no storms, but we have about 3 more weeks to 
go. 
  
We had a good turn-out at the September meeting and even signed up a couple of new members. 
Among the things we did at the meeting was approved a letter to be sent to Gordon Goodin from 
the NBLRA. Gordon has been a good friend of Navarre Beach and we thank him for his service over 
the last 8 years. A copy of the letter is printed in this edition. 
  
October's meeting will be an important meeting, especially if you are a Condo Leaseholder on  
Navarre Beach. As many of you know, the Condo Associations in most cases have a contract with 
Sunset Beach Services to rent Umbrellas and Chairs to owners and renters at the Condo's. Before  
re-nourishment the Condo property line went to the Mean High Water mark. This was changed  
after the dunes were built so that now the beach south of the dunes is public property. This makes 
it difficult for the Condo Associations or Townhouse Associations to give a vendor like Sunset Beach 
Services an exclusive contract to supply beach services. This past spring and summer at times there 
were 2 vendors out hawking their services to Condo renters and owners. There is discussion among 
some of the Condo's to ask the county to implement an ordinance similar to one in Okaloosa 
County to regulate and permit the Beach Service Providers and give the Condo Associations the 
right to have an exclusive arrangement with one vendor for that property. 
  
I have invited the owners of Sunset Beach Services to address our meeting and discuss the  
proposed ordinance and answer questions. I think the Leaseholders should take a position on  
this—Positive or Negative and this will be a chance for our membership to discuss this issue.   
The other important thing we will do at this meeting is to elect our Board for 2011.  
  
I urge as many members as possible to turn out for this important meeting at the Marine Science 
Center at 10 am Saturday October 16th.

Old Business: 
 
NBAIT - John Richardson updated those in attendance.  
 
Our attorneys filed a written notice to appeal the result 
from the Summary Judgment hearing on May 7

th
. 

 
In addition, we have requested that our case be com-
bined with the case being appealed by the residents of 
Pensacola Beach.  That request has been denied by the  

 
1

st
 Circuit Court of Appeals. 

 
Since Judge Begosh basically held that the current  
Florida law on leaseholds property should be ignored, our 
attorneys have asked that the case bypass the Court of 
Appeals and be heard before the Florida Supreme Court. 
That request has been denied by the 1

st
 Circuit Court of 

Appeals. 
 
Named plaintiffs should have received a more in-depth 
letter from our attorneys this month. 
 
Our initial 50 page brief will be filed before the Oct 25

th
 

deadline. The brief will focus on land, improvements, 
constitutionality and enforcement. 
 
Mr. Brown has 20 days in which to prepare an Answer 
Brief. 
 
We will file a reply brief 20 days after Mr. Brown’s Answer 
Brief is filed 

 
Our attorneys estimate the case may be heard in 2011 or 
early 2012. 

 
BBC: John Lewis spoke for the BBC. 
 
The BBC has a proposal before the TDC to add islands 
containing palm trees, native grasses and benches along 
the causeway. The plan is to take advantage of using 
some of the trees that are already in place. Island  
sponsorships are available for $2500. Trash receptacles 
can be dedicated for $300. 
 
The BBC will remove and replace 13 palm trees that did 
not live after planting last year. 
 
New Business: 
 
Fee Simple: Robert Coley attended a meeting of the 
Pensacola Beach Advocates on the idea of obtaining fee 
simple title if we both lose the current law suit. 
 
Escambia County Commissioners will meet in October to 
discuss the preparation of a bill to the U.S. Congress.  
 
Gordin Goodin: Jane Johnson created a letter to 
Gordon Goodin, thanking him for his efforts as  
Commissioner for Navarre Beach .
