AUGUST ELECTION RESULTS

The voters spoke their mind and on August 24th it was evident that they wanted change.

Two-term Santa Rosa County Commissioner, Gordon Goodin, lost his bid for a third term to re- ETe @
tired Air Force pilot Jim Melvin. This marks the first time since 1990 that the commissioner does E’
not reside in South Santa Rosa County.

Commissioner Goodin did not seem surprised with the outcome citing that the people are dissatisfied and un-
happy with many incumbents in Santa Rosa County and throughout the country.

Other results include:
Current Commissioner for District 2, Bob Cole won his bid for another term and will face Christian Party Candi-
date Prudence Caskey in November.

School Board incumbents Diane Scott and Diane Coleman won re-election.
It was a surprisingly low voter turnout, as reported by the Santa Rosa County Supervisor of
Elections, Ann Bodenstein. It was the lowest in 10 years with only 23% of the voters with

most of them being early votes.

The Primary Election will be held on Tuesday, November 2nd with the winners taking office
on November 16th.

Old Business

NBAIT - John Richardson updated those in
attendance.

Judge Gary Bergosh finally signed the Final Order
frch>m the Summary Judgment hearing held on May
7"

Our attorneys filed a written notice to appeal this
decision within the required 30 day window. In addi-
tion, we have requested that our case be combined
with the case being appealed by the residents of
Pensacola Beach.

Since Judge Begosh basically held that the current
Florida law on leaseholds property should be ig-
nored, our attorneys have asked that the case by-
pass the Court of Appeals and be heard before the
Florida Supreme Court.

Named plaintiffs should be receiving a more
in-depth letter from our attorneys this month.

John Lewis spoke saying the BBC has a proposal
before the TDC to add islands containing palm
trees, native grasses and benches along the cause-
way. The plan is to take advantage of using some of
the trees that are already in place. Island sponsor-
ships are available for $2500. Trash receptacles
can be dedicated for $300.

Judy Lewis gave a treasurer’s report and there is
$12,202.99 on-hand.

New Business

The NBLRA made a $250 donation for the Run for
the Reef race.

Fee Simple: Jim Cox from the Pensacola Beach
Advocates spoke on the idea of obtaining fee simple
title if we both lose the current law suit.

He wants to avoid paying lease fees as well as
taxes on the land & improvements. Fee simple
would eliminate the lease fee.

Cox said the master lease between the US govern-
ment and Escambia County prohibits the sale of the
leased property. Therefore a bill must be passed by
congress. It takes at least two years for a bill to be
passed and Cox would like to get a head start. He
has met with Congressman Jeff Miller’s office.

He is in favor of the bill if:

e The residents must want it
e The local commissioners must want it

e The only cost to the leaseholder should be the
fees attached to the transfer of property.
There should be no windfall profit by the counties.

Cox said that pursuing fee simple will not affect the
law suit. He recognized that the effort to give resi-

dents fee simple has twice before been halted by the
Escambia County Commissioners. He hopes to con-
vince them that fee simple is would treat us like other

homeowners in the county.
