We had a very good March meeting.  Mandy Evers with the Snorkelicious group gave us some great information  
regarding placing 3 artificial reefs in the Gulf and Sound.  The County Commissioners and the TDC have agreed to 
fund the project.  Snorkelicious will continue to have fund raisers and the run to raise money for maintenance and 
hopefully an observation deck.  The artificial reefs will attract oysters, shrimp, and of course fish.  The oysters do an 
amazing job of filtering and cleaning the water.  They estimate 360 oysters on an artificial reef can filter and clean 
one million gallons of water per day.  This was fantastic news for cleaning the Sound and Gulf.  It is also estimated 
for each $1.00 spent to construct these reefs, it will return $138 from tourists, divers, observers, and educational 
money. 
 

Congratulations to Robert Coley who is now serving on the Board of Directors of the Navarre Volunteer Fire Depart-
ment.  This is a very busy board and new members would be appreciated. 
 

I have contacted Michael Walther, President of Coastal Tech, regarding giving us an update regarding beach  
renourishment in  2013.  Mr. Walther said he would give a 15 minute presentation at our next meeting and then 
open the floor for questions.  He also said if something prevented him from attending, he would send some else 
who is every familiar with the project. 
  
The 
cleanup will run thru noon.  Bags and water will be furnished.  Please bring gloves and hats.  Sunscreen is also  
advised.  Allied Waste is providing the dumpsters.  We had discussed cleaning some of the vacant lots of hurricane 
debris but will need a front end loader and many strong backs.  If you can assist with this please contact John 
Richardson.

New Dog Park Planned  
For Navarre 

 
According to the March edition of the Santa 
Rosa District 4 newsletter there will be a new 
dog park for large dogs over 25 pounds lo-
cated on High School Blvd. across from the 
Navarre Gym. 
 
The dog park will include a fenced and irri-
gated grassed area, security lighting, benches 
and a 12 foot by 24 foot pavilion.
