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Cost of Navarre Beach Pier Annual  
Fishing Passes Lowered 

  
At the July 14 Santa Rosa County Board of Commission  
regular meeting, the board voted to lower the cost of the 
annual fishing passes for the Navarre Beach Pier and added a 
family pass option. The new fee schedule for annual fishing 
passes effective July 14 is: 
 
      Annual Adult Pass               $150          Down from $240 
      Annual Senior Pass             $100          Down from $225 

(65 years and older) 
      Annual Youth Pass              $ 75           Down from $200 

(Under 16 years old) 
      Annual Family Pass            $300          New 
     **Immediate family defined as spouse and children 
  
There are no changes in the daily admission prices. Admis-
sion for those fishing is $7 for adults, $4 for youth, $6 for 
seniors and military, free for disabled veterans, and $1 for 
walkers. 
  
Navarre Beach Pier located at 8579 Gulf Boulevard, opened on 
June 5, 2010 after hurricanes Ivan and Dennis destroyed the 
previous pier in 2004 and 2005.  Over 117,600 people are esti-
mated to have visited the Navarre Beach Pier in its first year of 
operations. At 1,545 feet long, the new pier is the longest in 
the state of Florida and the Gulf of Mexico. The summer hours 
of operation are 5 a.m. - 10 p.m., seven days a week. 

 

New Large Dog Park Opens  
in Navarre  

 
A new dog park for large dogs over 25 pounds  
opened to the public on Thursday, July 7 at 8 a.m.  
 
The park located on High School Boulevard across 
from the Navarre Gym, includes a fenced and irri-
gated grassed area, security lighting, shade trees, 
benches, a 12 foot by 24 foot pavilion, and auto-
matic watering bowl.   
 
The existing dog park, which is located north of the 
Navarre gym, will now be open for small dogs only, 
up to 25 pounds.  The small dog park was also im-
proved with new security lighting, irrigated grassed 
area and automatic watering bowl.

Our guest speaker John Tonkin, Executive Director of the Santa Rosa Clean Community System, gave us 
some valuable information at our July meeting.  The County Commissioners have signed a contract with 
Waste Management to collect residential garbage in Navarre and on Navarre Beach.  If you have not  
contacted Waste Management for these services, the number is  932-7571. 
 
If you have a problem with garbage pickup, first contact Waste Management and if further action is 
needed, contact Mr. Tonkin.  His phone number is 850-623-1930.  E-mail address is www.srclean.org.  
Santa Rosa Clean also has a nursery area in Milton.  They sell crepe myrtle trees and other plants at very 
reasonable prices.  He also stated he can get sea oats at wholesale prices.   They have a volunteer program 
to paint buildings such as the Women's Club in Milton.  This is called Paint Your Heart Out. 
 
Congressman Jeff Miller and Escambia County Commissioner Grover Robinson held a town hall meeting in 
June at the Community Church on Pensacola Beach.  Congressman Miller is working to introduce a bill in 
the House of Representatives that would give us the option of getting fee simple title to the leasehold 
property on Pensacola Beach and Navarre Beach.  He said he needs our help to get Senators Bill Nelson 
and Marko Rubio to sponsor this bill in the Senate.  Without their support, the bill would not go forward.

Other items not recyclable are 
 plate glass, auto glass, stained glass, aluminum foil sheet metal, 
 five gallon buckets, oil containers, plastic bags and Styrofoam. 
 He pointed out that most grocery stores will recycle plastic bags. 
 The change to franchise carriers has been an immediate 
 financial benefit for beach leaseholders. The cost before July 1 
 was $95 a quarter for twice a week garbage collection without 
 any recycle collection. The new quarterly price is $53.40. Resi
 dents now have twice-a-week garbage collection, once-a-week
