Old Business

BBC

e  Judy Lewis updated the NBLRA with the BBC Treasurer’s Report.

e  Jim Taylor reported that the county would like to change the
way funds are distributed to the BBC. They would like to treat
the BBC as a vendor instead of reimbursement for BBC for
expenditures

e  Jim Taylor, John Lewis and John Conner will continue to meet
with the Santa Rosa County Commissioners for a resolution.

Law suit

e  Wereceived word on April 21 that our appeal has been denied
by the 1°* District Court of Appeals.

e  The court certified the appeal as one of public interest across
the state. Therefore, the appeal is much more likely to be con-
sidered by the Supreme Court.

e  The Pensacola Beach case still has not been decided.

e  Our attorneys have filed for a rehearing. The briefing will be
posted on our website. We have asked for a rehearing for
several reasons. Among which are:

e  The court relied on Robbins v. Mt. Sinai Medical Cen-
ter in the denial of our appeal. However, that court
ruled that equitable ownership only occurs when the
lessee has an option to buy. Therefore this case sup-
ports our position.

e  The court did not address the constitutionality of the
tax assessor’s standing to challenge existing law.

e  The court did not address the tax collector selling tax
deeds when the law clearly states that tax deeds can
not be sold on leased property.

®  Rehearings are not usually granted however if the Pensacola
beach case is ruled in their favor, the issue may be reheard be-
cause the same 1* district court will have reversed itself.

e If arehearing is denied, we will file an appeal to the Florida Su-
preme Court.
