Selection of Waste Removal
Franchise Moving Forward

The four year old process of consolidating
to one solid waste franchise in the South
End of the County is moving forward.

On February 15th, the Board of commissioners inter-
viewed the top 5 bidders who submitted their Request
for Proposal late last year. At the end of the meeting two
providers, Waste Management and Waste Pro were
selected.

One provider will service the unincorporated area in the
zip code of 32563 and the other will service the 32566 zip
code. It has not yet been determined which company
will service which area.

This service includes twice per week pick-up option with
weekly recycling, removal of yard debris every other
week, and bulk item disposal on demand.

The next step will be contract negotiations with both
companies with the initial contract term will be for three
years with a target date of service to begin sometime in
June or July.

Old Business
Law Suit

Oral arguments will be heard at 9 a.m. on March 17 on our appeal of
Judge Bergosh’s decision to allow the taxation of improvements and
land on Navarre Beach in the 1** District Court of Appeals in Tallahas-
see.

In another related case, Pensacola Beach residents had their oral
arguments heard on February 15 in the 1** District Court of Appeals
concerning the taxation of only the improvements on Pensacola
Beach. Santa Rosa tax assessor Greg Brown’s attorney also repre-
sented Escambia County assessor Chris Brown. The Pensacola resi-
dents were represented by our attorney, Danny Kepner. The deci-
sion by the court is pending.

In another case involving Portofino Towers, Chris Brown made a mo-
tion to the lower court for a rehearing. That motion was denied. In
that case, Portofino leaseholders were granted a large refund be-
cause the Escambia County Tax Assessor erred when he appraised
the condo units. In his comment in the final order in that case, Judge
Bell clearly stated that the land on the beach was owned by the gov-
ernment and was not taxable. The final order may be viewed at
http://www.navarrebeach.org/Lawsuit/Bell'sRuling.pdf.

Fire Dept

Ken Rudzki presented a financial report for the Navarre Beach Fire
Department. He felt that at this time there were enough contingency
funds in the bank to lower the Fire Dept fees in 2012. After some
discussion, the fees will be lowered from $400 to $350 in 2012.

BBC
About 125 palm trees have been trimmed. If there are enough
volunteers, the BBC will attempt to organize a beach clean-up in
conjunction with the Earth Day clean-up in April. They will rent a
front end loader and move large debris to county access areas for
pick-up. In order to rent the front end loader the BBC needs several
volunteers. You don’t have to be strong, just willing to help.

New Business

Beach Renourishment

Teresa Pack, Pam Johnson and John Richardson attended a meeting
of the Santa Rosa Commissioners in which renourishment was

Renourishment of the beach was estimated to reoccur every 7 to 10 years. Included in the 2006 MSBU was funding to study
the next effort and start the permitting process. Coastal Tech, who managed the last effort, was chosen to complete this task.

The study will also determine the cost involved in the next MSBU. In the last renourishment, the state paid 50 percent, the
county 5 percent and the residents 45 percent.

Teresa and John spoke against funding through an MSBU paid by the residents. The commissioners have commented in the
past that the beach belongs to the whole county. Therefore, the whole county should share in the renourishment funding.
They said it is unfair for the residents to pay 45 percent for sand not even placed on their leaseholds.

No decisions will be made on the funding until the study is complete which will be in 2012. However, if you feel strongly, you

should e-mail the commissioners and when the funding comes up for a vote, attend the meeting or e-mail your comments to
the commissioners.

Fire Dept

Shawn Hall, a fire department employee, asked the NBLRA to allow the Navarre Beach Fire Department to join in a study being
performed by the fire fighters union. Our fire dept board, along with Gulf Breeze has chosen not to join in the study.

After some discussion, the NBLRA decided to continue to defer to the Navarre Beach Fire Department Board in these policy
decisions.
