Santa Rosa County Flood Rating Improved

It was announced recently that the Santa Rosa County’s
Community Rating System has improved from Class 6 to Class
5 in the Flood Insurance Program.

This is great news for those living in the flood zone requiring
owners to get the insurance. It could mean as much as a 25%
discount.

Santa Rosa County was one of just 13 communities in Florida
to earn the higher rating. It is estimated that Santa Rosa
County alone could save a combined $1.1 million each year
on flood insurance premiums.

The reason for the improvement was the development of the
Santa Rosa Multi-Jurisdictional Flood Mitigation Plan that
went into effect in February. The task force conducted meet-
ings, analysis, evaluations of the community’s flood hazard
and recommendations to mitigate the hazard

| attended the Santa Rosa Commissioners meeting on October 24, 2011. The County Commissioners stated they had received a
letter from Eglin Air Force requesting the public opinion of a study regarding opening the Navarre Pass. The Pensacola News
Journal reported Commissioner Melvin received an e-mail from Col. Michael Conratto, vice commander of Eglin's 46the Test
Wing. They stated this was an issue that a lot of people feel passionately about and they would not " speculate on the outcome
without a clear understanding of the full proposal and passing a level of community approval". Commissioner Salter stated he
would support the idea as long as it does not jeopardize the military mission. The motion was passed on Thursday to join with
Eglin Air Force Base in a study of reopening the pass. The Commissioners stated this would not cost the County any money. The
pass would be on military property if approved. Commissioner Melvin stated he had received 60 e-mails in favor and none
against. If you would like to contact the commissioners regarding this or any other issue, their e-mail address is in the newslet-
ter and this seems to be the best method to contact them. This will be a long process and they speculated it will take 5 years to
do all of the studies including engineering, environmental, economic, etc. The Environmental Protection Agency and Corps of
Engineers will be involved. On Thursday, the County Commissioners voted to support this study and sent a letter to Eglin Air
Force Base supporting the pass. The Pensacola News Journal had an article in the paper on Friday November 4, 2011, stating
Eglin spokesman Mike Spaits said their position has not changed since the 2009 Joint Land Use Study position. "At that point we
stated that the pass would have negative impacts on Eglin's testing and training mission." Initial discussion among the commis-
sioners seemed to indicate that the Air Force supported the idea, but Spaits said that was not true. He said when Col. Michael
Contratto, vice commander of Eglin's 46th Test Wing, sent an e-mail to Melvin regarding the pass idea, he wasn't encouraging a
course of action, only explaining the in general terms the way the process works. Melvin acknowledged that he was first to ap-
proach Eglin regarding the idea of reopening the pass.

| received an e-mail from the Pensacola Beach Advocates stating the First District Court of Appeal had certified to the Florida
Supreme Court the following question related to the taxation of leasehold improvements on Pensacola Beach as a matter of
great public importance: " Whether the appellant leaseholders are equitable owners of the leasehold improvements on the sub-
ject real property when they have neither a perpetual lease of the underlying real property nor an option to purchase such
property for nominal value. Their attorney can now petition the Florida Supreme Court for consideration of the case. The Su-
preme Court can decline, however, the question coming from the First District Court of Appeals improves the chances of the
Supreme Court hearing the case. This is farther than we got with our lawsuit in 2003.

Teresa Pack introduced the guest speaker, Daniel Brown, Su-
perintendent of the Gulf Islands National Seashore. Mr.
Brown assumed his position shortly after the BP oil spill oc-
curred.

Mr. Brown discussed the General Management Plan which is
being presented for public hearings currently and expected to
be finalized in 2012. The Plan is a long-term statement of pro-
posed activities for the Park for the next 15 to 20 years. There
will be a public meeting October 18" at the Naval Live Oaks
facility from 3:30 to 7:30 to present the plan for discussion.
The Plan was begun in 2002; however, progress has been de-
layed by the storms since that time. The latest Plan includes
provisions for public education, road replacement and marine
science activities. Specifically, this Plan will provide for re-
building the roads, if feasible, after storm damage. The
National Seashore stretches 160 miles along the Gulf from Cat
Island, MS into Okaloosa County. 85% of the Park is actually
underwater which extends approximately one mile into the
Gulf, and also into the Sound. Removing residual asphalt from
the Park was always included in the plans, however, after the
storms, the repairs were prioritized with $25 million allotted
to roads and $50 million for structures. Some $S6 million in
funds was then rescinded by the Government. There are
$250,000 remaining from road repairs and this is going to be
used starting Monday to start removing the larger pieces of
asphalt. Gulf Islands National Seashore has made a formal
request to the Department of the Interior to receive some of
the 100 million which BP has provided to the Department and
will use these funds to complete the asphalt removal plan.
Mr. Brown discussed the waterfowl hunting aspects. It
started in the 1960’s after hearings where the hunters,
primarily duck hunters, presented a strong interest group.
The Seashore’s Legislation passed in 1971 included this
provision for hunters. The National Seashore is currently
working with the Florida Fish and Wildlife Conservation
Commission to allow waterfowl hunting to continue in only 2
areas of the Park: the sound side west of Navarre and on the
sound side of Perdido Key. Hunters would be required to
apply for hunting permits from the Seashore at no cost. This
will allow the Park to capture numbers of hunters and harvest.
There is no danger to shoreline residents due to the type of
guns being used.

The BP oil spill cleanup is continuing. BP funds are paying for
25 to 30 employees to continue to monitor beaches within
the National Seashore for oil.

These employees are under the direction of the National
Seashore and are expected to remain in place throughout
2012. BP contract cleanup crews will continue to remove oil
that is located. Deep cleaning more than 6 inches was done
using the sand shark sifter only in the recreational areas of the
Park. In other areas, sifting was limited to only 6 inches deep
in order to preserve the ecology.

The National Park Service has issued a ban on jet skis in all
national park areas except for 18 park areas where they were
already in use. The Gulf Islands Seashore approved personal
watercraft with some restrictions. There are ongoing studies
to reassess these restrictions with results expected in
approximately 18 months. These regulations are hard to
enforce due to limited resources, however, the Rangers are
required to spend some of their time on the water.

The Park has allotted funds to plant sea oats. These plantings
provide stability and also are expected to help in keeping the
birds from nesting too close to the road. The Park is required
by the Endangered Species Act to protect listed threatened
and endangered species and this is administered by the U.S.
Fish and Wildlife Service. Approximately 155 birds were lost
to traffic last year. This year 208 automobile citations were
issued for speeding.

In response to a question, Mr. Brown said approximately 90%
of the turtle eggs hatched that were relocated to Cape Canav-
eral during the oil spill.

He stated this was a record year for nests.

Jane Johnson expressed gratitude for the ongoing relationship
between the Gulf Island Seashore and the NBLRA. We appreci-
ate their efforts to supply information and speakers.

John Lewis reported for the Fire Department, saying a vote is
expected soon.

Judy Lewis reported the BBC is negotiating a contract with Val-
ley Crest to provide maintenance of the beach entrance as well
as the islands along the beach. BBCissued a check to Valley
Crest for $450 and a reimbursement check to John Conner for
$2546.93.

Teresa expressed thanks to Linda Coley and Pam Johnson for all
their hard work preparing and helping out for the Run for the
Reef event held Saturday morning. The race attracted 260
adult entries. Nanci Agee was also thanked for her photogra-
phy during the event. Any funds she receives for photos or-
dered from the Run for Reef website will be donated to the
Reef.

Teresa asked for volunteers for the Nominating Committee.
The slate will be presented at the November meeting. Sybil
McKellar will chair the committee. Both Teresa Pack and Pam
Johnson announced that they will not be available for office.

Motion to adjourn was made by Linda Coley. Motion passed at
11:15.
