Navarre Beach Restoration Project 

 

This beach restoration began in 2006 and  was  
started in order to restore  
and upgrade important 
parts of the beach for  
approximately 4 miles of 
our Gulf shores. 
 
There have been many  

significant  improvements that include 2.7 million 
cubic yards of sand and  240,000 cubic yards to 
provide  advanced nourishment to build current 
beach and dune features. 
 
This project was selected by the American Shore 
and Beach Preservation Association as one of its 
2010 Best Restored Beach Awards. 
 
The original project included renourishment every 
7-9 years but the Planning and permitting depart-
ments  are working together to look at anticipated 
erosion and losses that have occurred recently. 
 
Although  some projects have not been finalized, 
the renourishment project is set for 2013-2014.
