She
will be at the Science Station full time starting this third year of op-

eration. The program has seen over 4500 students so far. This year,
with the assistance of Pensacola State College, the station will have
students attending from Milton, Pace, and Gulf Breeze in addition to
those from Navarre High School. With the help of the students, pro-
grams featuring the marine life of the beaches are offered to local
school groups during the year. Santa Rosa County does provide use
of the building on the beach, with donations from several organiza-
tions and the public helping to defray operational costs such as utili-
ties.

Robert Coley, Navarre Beach Fire Department board President, re-
quested a correction of the NBLRA Minutes for the June, 2011 meet-
ing.

Robert also called attention to the County trim notices recently
sent out by the County which include the change in the MSBU for fire
protection proposed by the Fire Department Board from $400 to
$350 for the year.

Jane Johnson suggested asking the new Superintendent of the Gulf
Islands National Seashore, Dan Brown, to be a guest speaker at a
future meeting.

President Pack received phone calls to correct Congressman Jeff
Miller’s contact information in the August Newsletter.

The
County reimbursements for costs presented are being addressed in a
more timely manner. The BBC received reimbursements for June this
week. The benches placed on the BBC’s projects are not holding up
well and may have to be replaced in 4 to 5 years. The Engineering
Plastic company had sent $1000 to the BBC for repairs. John Lewis
said some maintenance work on the beach islands delayed by
changes in the County accounting practices is now being ramped up.
Jane Johnson suggested the NBLRA express a big Thank You for those
members of the BBC and to all who have helped along the way to
contributed so much to upgrade the image of the beach. Judy Lewis
provided the names.
