The Artificial Reef in the Gulf off of  
Navarre Beach has been approved! 

 
Permits to start the construction of the artificial 
reefs on the Gulf side have finally been approved.  
The Board of County Commissioners are still  
waiting for the Sound Side permits. 
 
Below is an aerial view of where each of the reefs 
will be will be located. 

 
Based on studies by the National Oceanic Atmospheric 
and University of West Florida the economic impact 
shows there will be approximately a $1.17M Positive 
Impact in our area.  Tourism would provide for the 
most positive impact of approximately 72%.  
 
Other categories that would positively be impacted are  
Biodiversity, Fishing, Coastal Protection, Diving and 
Snorkeling and Amenity.  This will be a great addition to 
our area! 
 
The date to start construction has yet to be  
determined .  We’ll have updates on this project as they 
progress.

We are awaiting a decision from the Su-
preme Court. 

 Our lawyers will be sending out a status 
letter in the near future to all litigants
